You checked out 424,739 items in 2008—nearly a 10% increase
in circulation from 2007! T
circulation is non-resident use. We remain 3rd in county
circulation among the 43 district libraries. (Excludes CLP).
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Inter-Library loans continue to rise. SNHL lent out 10% more
items to other libraries than in 2007 (51,518). And you
requested 67,076 items from other libraries—a 25% increase.
Congratulations to a very knowledgeable, friendly and
outstanding staff for all of their hard work and dedication.

Our adult services and outreach librarian delivered over 7,000
items to eleven outreach sites. Our outreach librarian delivered
over 775 items to 12 homebound patrons. In addition, we
visited thirteen new sites for a total of 24 outreach sites in 2008.
We also work with area schools!

Collection size—SNHL has 132,618 items in the collection for
your use. We added 12, 264 items in 2008—1815 of those
items were donated by you for an approximate retail value of
$25,000. Thank you so much! We are grateful for your
generosity.

Of the over 132,000 items in the collection— 46,368 are
children’s materials and over
materials—a very popular collection that accounts for one-third
of our total circulation.
