· During this time all the Millennium modules, the Web OPAC, and Automated Telephone Renewal will be inaccessible by staff and public.
New Cataloging Features
· The system will have the ability to track the last few users who have edited bibliographic records.
Millennium can track changes to bibliographic records and the initials under which the changes were made. The system tracks the creation of bibliographic records and changes made by staff in Millennium Cataloging and Acquisitions.
To view Updates:

1. Open a bib-record in Edit or View mode, 

2. Select Reports from the menu

3. Select Record History
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Notes

· If the bibliographic record was created before the Record History feature was enabled and has no recent changes, a notice appears indicating that there is no history for the record.

· Some activities do not appear in the record edit history, or the last update date in the bibliographic record may be more recent than the most recent change tracked.
Only programs enabled for tracking appear in the record history.  The eiN Steering Committee has determined that only bib-record edits in Millennium Cataloging  or Millennium Acquisitions should be tracked.  Adding or transferring attached records and automatic system processes are not tracked.
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
