When Paperback and Hardback Belong on the Same Record

Paperback and Hardback versions of printed materials can be added to a single catalog record if:


l. The titles are exactly the same


2. The publishers are the exactly the same

3. The content is the same


[Disregard paperback edition statement, differences in publication date, number of pages, ISBN’s and size.  The hardback and paperback do not have to be simultaneously published.]

Flags that the content has changed and consequently the versions do not add:


Addition of a reading guide and/or author interview

New illustrations


New preface, introduction, etc.

Edition states that imply changed content: Revised, Enlarged, Abridged, Anniversary edition, etc.


Addition of accompanying material


Addition of a bibliography or index not in earlier version


[Disregard promotional material such as excerpts from the author’s next book]
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
