
Charge for Cataloging Training Taskforce 2008-2009
This taskforce will develop training for OCLC and its modules, the Z39.50 interface, ConneXions and CatExpress.
All staff will begin to use OCLC with the Z39.50 interface by September 30th or as soon as they are trained beginning in mid-August.  The Task Force should define the proficiencies for each of the modules, in particular the ConneXions module and identify the privileges and training associated with the proficiencies.  The Task Force should also identify a group of libraries and the proficiencies associated with overlaying records.  
Additionally, with the Z39.50 and CatExpress interfaces there will need to be training for manually checking Authority Control.  

Deliverables

· Training on using the OCLC database via the Z39.50 interface by Sept 2008
· Proficiencies for overlaying bib records in Millennium by September 2008
· Training for Authority Control by September 2008
· Proficiencies with using ConneXions and/or CatExpress by May 2009
· Additional recommendations as identified by Steering Committee.
