A group of catalogers has been developed and determined to be expert catalogers that can provide assistance or answer questions for less experienced staff.  The names and contact information for these individuals have been communicated to the cataloging staff county-wide.   In addition, library staff can contact the eiNetwork Help Desk with questions which are then referred to the eiNetwork cataloging staff for follow-up and resolution.

Upon request, the taskforce will document and submit statistics to the eiNetwork Director about the number of questions received by all mentors.  The statistics will include the library originating the question so that any particular training needs may be identified.  .   

The taskforce will analyze the mentor program data, to identify a set of common questions or areas of confusion.  A set of FAQs will be maintained by this taskforce and shared with catalogers throughout the County.  
In addition to the regularly scheduled eiNetwork catalog training classes, the taskforce will be available to visit libraries and provide individualized training to those library staff requiring this level of assistance.

Additionally, a General Catalogers’ workshop will be offered on an annual basis.  A preliminary outline will be provided to eiNetwork Director at least 30 days prior to the workshop for approval by Steering Committee.   The eiNetwork will post any materials prepared for this workshop on its website and the taskforce will also post the materials on the cataloging blog for access by all cataloguers.
