Digital Signature Taskforce
Objective:
This taskforce is charged to investigate the use of and pilot III’s Digital Signatures product in Millennium Circulation.  
Background:
In an effort to address the interest expressed by libraries, this taskforce is proposed to evaluate the use of the Digital Signature product and the electronic signature pad equipment required to capture the patron signature.  This product will enable library staff to capture a patron’s signature electronically and store that signature in the Millennium patron record.  Interested libraries felt that digital signatures could lessen the importance of keeping a card application on file at the library where the patron registered for their library card.   A pilot project will be conducted with approximately 5 libraries to determine the effectiveness of products and develop necessary guidelines and policies for the consortium.
The taskforce members will oversee the pilot and make recommendations to the Steering Committee.  The eiNetwork will purchase an electronic signature pad for those libraries participating in the pilot. 

The taskforce is charged to:

· Evaluate the use of Millennium’s signature capture and display

· Evaluate the electronic signature pad equipment from Topaz Systems, Inc. 

· Create guidelines & policies associated with storing digital signatures.
· Provide feedback and recommendations to the Steering Committee.
