Background:
More than five years ago, the eiNetwork and libraries implemented Cybraryn to manage public PC usage and printing.    There are known issues with our current implementation, and there have been many advancements/improvements developed for these types of systems over the past several years.   Through the Library Technology Plan process, libraries have indicated that upgrading or replacing this system is a priority.   The budget for this software/technology should be considered about $100,000 (assuming RAD funding remains at the budgeted level).   The taskforce is charged to: 
1. Document a set of library requirements and technology management requirements.
2. Develop a short list of products worthy of evaluation.
3. Examine and evaluate implementations of the short list of products through vendor discussions and reviewing implementations at other library consortium. 
4. Review the technology architecture of the products on the short list.
5. Recommend a potential product for implementation consortium-wide.
