SUMMARY OF MAJOR ACTION AND DISCUSSION ITEMS

eiNetwork Users Group Steering Committee Meeting

May 26, 2011

Update Evergreen ILS Taskforces 
Ms. Serey reported that the Evergreen Taskforce training is complete.  A web portal is operational for the 56 taskforce members to test the Evergreen System.  Taskforce members have a mechanism for reporting issues or change requests to eiNetwork. 
Ms. Joseph provided a status report for Acquisitions/Serials Taskforce.  The Acquisitions/Serials module is the newest module and is lagging behind the other modules in available documentation and functionality.  Terminology is very different in the Evergreen system and has added to the confusion.
Ms. Palascak provided an initial report for the Cataloging Taskforce.  Ms. Palascak explained that basic cataloging functionality appears to be present in Evergreen.   She identified that there are some terminology differences and that a great deal of staff training would be required.   Ms. Palascak felt that the timeframe for completing the taskforce work was adequate.   
Ms. Fusco provided a report on the Patron Interface Taskforce.    This taskforce is struggling with the difference between the “out of the box” image of Evergreen OPAC (in the eiNetwork test environment) and more fully featured OPACS (like KCLS) where they don’t have access to evaluate patron specific features.   A Patron survey is drafted and the taskforce is reviewing before it is made available.
Ms. McRae provided a report for the Circulation Taskforce.   Ms. McRae explained that the taskforce has defined subgroups to look at the different circulation functions that are available in the III system.    Training would be very important if moving to the Evergreen System.
Update Edge Equipment   

Ms. Serey provided an update on the Edge Equipment.  A new website has been created for this network project and additional information will be sent out with the website and login information.  A pilot site will be deployed in August with installation of the new Edge Equipment to commence September – October.   The replacement of the Edge Equipment will require a library site to be down for a few hours.
